Raymond & Emma Lou Jo

JUUUUUUU

It is said, that the greatest gift we can

give to those we love, is to open the
book of our lives and allow those
around us to walk with us through
the pages of the past and present,
with the sharing of our story. Not
only does it "bind" us together, "THE
GIFT", more beautiful than words can
describe, enriches forever and
teaches us the value of passing for-
ward “the story of our lives”.

Thank you to our Seniors who have
graciously and lovingly given of
themselves and their stories to GLBC.

Shall we begin with a love song, the
words go something like this.....

"If you were the only girl in the world,
and I was the only guy

Nothing else would matter in the

And that they have! Raymond and
Emma Lou Johnson were married on
Thanksgiving weekend, Nov 24, 1951
in First Baptist Church, Chester, SC.

They have two children, William and
Melinda. Four grandchildren, three
boys and a girl and three great
granddaughters, Abbigale Rose
Johnson, Stella May Peppin, and
Grace Emmaline Johnson. Raymond
was born into GLBC and Emma Lou
joined soon after they were married.
Thus, begins a love story that is
better than Hollywood!

William Raymond Johnson, Jr.,, was
born on April 11, 1928, to a strong
Christian heritage in Wake County,
just a stones throw from where he
still lives in a big old but beautiful
brick home. His parents, William &
Pattie May Johnson were farmers
who also ran Johnson Feed Mill just
adjacent to the farm house.

Raymond has fond memories as a
little boy, riding to GLBC every
Sunday in the crowded Studebaker,
standing on the floor in front of his
Mom, and being a part of the Royal
Ambassador's (comparable to
Awana today). Pattie May never
missed an opportunity to share the
Gospel with Feed Mill customers

and just before they paid for their
goods, she would reach into her
apron for the little Testament kept
in her apron and read them a
scripture. Every Saturday two
gentlemen customers came by to
"stock up" but on the way to the
feed mill, they stocked up on more
than a few drinks that left them a
bit "tipsy". Every week, Pattie May
read them the scriptures. One
Sunday the Johnson's visited a
church in Cary and to their surprise,
those two
gentlemen
were the
ushers!

Raymond
was only
eight years
old when his
father died;
so to provide income for the family,

his mother "took in" teachers from
Green Hope School where Ray-
mond attended. His mother con-
tinued to reach out to the commu-
nity in her gifted way. If a young
mother with children in the com-
munity died prematurely, Ray-
mond’s mother would bring the
small girls into her home and raise
them like her own.

Since Raymond was the only son,
with four maternal sisters, he
ended up with three additional
sisters that needed a home.
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He attended State College (NCS)
for one year and then volunteered
for the U.S. Army Ordinance during
WWII, trained and served in Japan
from 1945-1947. He returned to his
home and resumed his farm work
as a tobacco farmer, then raised
grain and finally the chicken/egg
business. He continued to operate
Johnson Feed Mill until it was
closed in 1977.

Emma Lou was born on July 8,
1934, also in Wake County, to
parents BC Holt and Lilla Mae
Goodwin Holt. Her mother was the
first known cancer patient at Rex
Hospital in Raleigh and died when
Emma Lou was eleven years old.
She made her home with her Aunt
Essie Cotten in Morrisville. She had
one brother, Wilford Holt and her
older sister, Ruby Mae Holt Miller,
was already married.

Emma Lou rode the bus and
attended Cary High School. She
graduated with honors and
attended Kings Business College in
Raleigh. Before graduating, she
landed a wonderful job at The
Employment Security Commission,
then onto the Registrars Office at
Duke University. This was the age
when shorthand skills were in
demand and she was the best!

Now the story gets even more
interesting...........

A friend arranged a blind date for
Raymond who was back from the
Army and now twenty-three. Emma
Lou was still in high school and just
seventeen. Raymond was smitten
‘by love at first sight’ of Emma

Lou! She quickly fell in love and
they dated for six months. These
dates were classic “farm ro-
mance”. Every Sunday, Raymond's
farm duties were to deliver eggs in
his "homemade car". Emma Lou
would go along for the ride. She
once mischievously turned off the
car, in traffic, with a dashboard
switch Raymond had installed. They
would end up back home so the
cows could be milked and she
patiently watched. Raymond enter-
tained by squirting milk at the cats
and the chores got done. For six
months this continued until Ray-
mond began executing his plan.

He mentioned marriage and a quick
trip to Tennessee for the ceremony
but Emma Lou wasn't ready. When
he approached the subject a second
time, they decided to elope to
South Carolina. A trip was made to
SC to get the marriage license &
another trip to get married soon
followed.

Their wedding attendants were
Emma Lou's sister and her six year
old son! There is more to this story
though.

The picture of Emma Lou standing
near the SC border was taken
by....Raymond himself. When
they approached the border, he
asked her to get out of the car and
walk across the South Carolina
State line while he took a picture.

Later, she learned it was to keep
him out of jail if there were laws for
transporting minors across state
lines! There were no cops and no
arrests, just happy newlyweds.

Emma Lou was seventeen and still
a high school junior, the first
married student in Cary HS history.
